New processes are on the horizon as the full implementation of the Re-
source Family Approval (RFA) is rolled out. As you may know, a Re-
source Family is any individual, couple or family who wants to provide
care to a related or unrelated child or children who are under the jurisdic-
tion of the juvenile court. Resource families work with the County and
the child's family to successfully return children to their parents; howev-
er, in some situations, it is not in the child's best interest to be returned
home and you, as a Resource Family member may provide a place of
permanence for a child in the system.

What's exciting about RFA? RFA focuses on lifelong relationships and
the new process has been streamlined to unify the approval standards for
ALL caregivers, which in turn allows a seamless transition to permanen-
cy for a child or children in your care. It also aids in preparing families to
better meet the needs of the vulnerable children in their care. We are
grateful for all of you that have opened your homes to the foster children
in Kern County, whether it is temporarily or on a more permanent basis.
Please consider sharing this information with others that may be interest-
ed in becoming a Resource Family caretaker. For more information, they

I'd like to personally thank you for providing safety, permanency and
well-being to the children in Kern County.

The Independent Living Program (ILP) is a federally funded program that provides services to assist eli-
gible youth and young adults, ages 16-21, in making a successful transition from foster care to independ-
ent living.

The goal of the program is to enable youth to achieve self-sufficiency prior to exiting the foster care sys-
tem by providing independent living skills assessment, training and services, as well as a written transi-
tion independent living plan for every participant.

Kern County Treatment Foster Care Oregon

The Kern County Treatment Foster Care Oregon program
(Formerly MTFC) is looking for foster parents who are will-
ing and able to provide a stable home for children who
have behavioral problems which have jeopardized their
placements in the past. KCTFCO is a strengths-based pro-
gram that provides specialized training and increased sup-
port from social workers and mental health partners.

In this program, the caretaker and the child work closely
with a social worker and the child’s mental health team.
Caretakers will provide feedback about the child’s behavior
each week, attend a brief, weekly meeting with other KCT-
FCO foster parents, and will receive the highest specialized
care increment for the child while the child is in the pro-
gram. Children are able to earn incentives from their team
for improved behavior. These special children are screened
from the program with the goal in mind of reunifying them
with either their parents or someone else important in

their lives and KCFCO is typically a 6 to 12 month program.

Kern County Mental Health seeks families
willing to open their hearts and homes for kids.

The Children’s Division of the Kern County Mental Health Department is looking for special families
who are willing to open their hearts and their homes to foster youth in Kern County as part of our
Treatment Foster Care Program. We currently have more children in need than families able to care
for them.

Kern County Treatment Foster Care Oregon (KCTFCO) is an-alternative to residential group care for
foster youth and youth on probation (ages 13 to 18). This is a 6 to 9 month program that focuses on
the strengths of the child and is based on the idea that kids do best in families.

The program seeks to achieve the ultimate goals of reunifying the child with their biological family,
breaking the negative communication cycle between family members and creating an atmosphere for
academic and community success for the child.

Over 20 years of research shows that foster youth have a much higher success rate after participating
in programs such as KCTFCO. Unfortunately, we cannot help all of the children in need in Kern County
without families to help.

Each family is expected to commit to 20 hours of training, attend a weekly foster parent meeting and
assist in setting goals and plans for the child’s success. In return, KCMH provides training, 24/7
support and individualized care for the child.

Know Your Sexual and
Reproductive Health Rights



Your Sexual and
Reproductive
Health Care and
Related Rights

Do you know your rights when it comes to your
sexual and reproductive health? Unfortunately,
many youth and young adults in foster care don’t
know their rights and don’t get the care or services
they need because of fear, embarrassment, or
misinformation. This handout was developed to
inform you of your sexual and reproductive health
care rights.

1. You have the right to receive medical services,
including reproductive and sexual health care.

2. You have the right to personally consent to
or decline medical care (without the need for
consent from a parent, caregiver, guardian, social
worker, probation officer, court, or authorized
representative) for:

a. The prevention or treatment of pregnancy;,
including contraception, at any age, (except
sterilization),

b. An abortion, at any age,

c. Diagnosis and treatment of sexual assault, at
any age, and

d. The prevention, diagnosis, and treatment of
sexually transmitted infections (STIs), at age
12 or older.

The medical services you consent to shall
remain confidential between you and your
health care provider under the Health
Insurance Portability and Accountability Act
and will not be shared with other individuals
without your written consent. You are allowed
to receive private examinations or treatment
unless you request otherwise.

KNOW

JULRIGHTS

The information provided to you shall be appropriate
based on your age and/or developmental level and
shall be medically correct, factual and objective.

3. You have the right to have access to information
about:

a. Reproductive and sexual health care,

b. The prevention of unplanned pregnancy
including abstinence and contraception,

Cc. Abortion care,
d. Pregnancy services, and

e. The prevention, diagnosis, and treatment of STIs,
including but not limited to the availability of the
Human Papillomavirus (HPV) vaccination.

4. You have the right to transportation to reproductive
and sexual health-related services. Your caregiver
should arrange for and/or provide timely
transportation to medical appointments since many
reproductive health services are time-sensitive (such
as emergency contraception or an abortion).

You have the right to obtain, possess and use the
contraception of your choice, including condoms.

You have the right to have private storage space
and to be free from unreasonable searches of your
belongings. Your contraception cannot be taken
away from you as part of a group home discipline
program or due to your caregiver’s religious beliefs,
personal biases and judgments.

You have the right to choose your own health care
provider, provided that payment for the health-
related service is authorized.

You have the right to fair and equal access to all
available services, placement, care, treatment and
benefits. You also have the right to not be subjected
to discrimination or harassment based on your
actual or perceived race, ethnic group identification,
ancestry, national origin, color, religion, sex, sexual
orientation, gender identity, mental or physical
disability, or Human Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV)
status.

You have the right to independently contact state
agencies, including the Community Care Licensing
Division of the California Department of Social
Services and the state Foster Care Ombudsperson,
regarding violations of your rights. You have the
right to speak to representatives of these offices
confidentially, and to be free from threats or
punishment for making complaints.

You have the right to have your personal rights
explained and provided to you in a manner that you
understand.

FOSTER YOUTH EDUCATION RIGHTS

1. RIGHT TO REMAIN IN YOUR SCHOOL OF ORIGIN
¢ You have the right to stay in the same school after
you move to a new foster care placement. Your “school
of origin” can be:
1. The school you attended when you first entered
foster care,
2. The school you most recently attended, or
3. Any school you attended in the last 15 months
that you feel connected to.

¢ Your school district must work with you, your education
rights holder,* your caregiver, and your social worker/
probation officer to develop a plan to transport you to
your school of origin.

¢ |f you are transitioning from elementary school to
middle school or from middle school to high school,
you have the right to transition to the same school as
your classmates.

¢ If there is any disagreement about which school
you will attend, you have the right to stay in your school
of origin until the disagreement is resolved.

2. RIGHT TO IMMEDIATE ENROLLMENT IN SCHOOL

¢ You have the right to immediately enroll in your regular
home school after you move placements.

¢ You cannot be forced to attend a continuation school or
other alternative education program, such as
independent study, even if you are behind in credits or
have discipline problems at school.

¢ You have a right to immediately enroll in school and
begin attending classes, even if you do not have the
paperwork you would normally need for enrollment
(such as birth certificate, transcript, or IEP) or you did
not check-out from your previous school.

* Your previous school must send your education records
to your new school after you enroll.

* You have the right to participate in any activities
available at your new school, such as sports teams,
tutoring, or after-school clubs, even if you miss a tryout
or sign-up deadline.

3. RIGHT TO PARTIAL CREDITS FOR HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS

If you change schools during the school year, you

have a right to partial credits in all classes that you are
passing when you leave your old school, even if you do
not complete the entire class.

After you change schools, your new school must accept
the partial credits issued by your old school.

After you change schools, you have the right to be
enrolled in the same or similar classes you were
enrolled in at your last school.

You cannot be forced to retake a class or part of a class
that you have already completed with a passing grade, if
it would make you off-track for high school graduation.
You have the right to take or retake any class that you
need to go to a California State University or University
of California.

Your grade cannot be lowered because you were absent
from school for a court hearing, placement change, or a
court-related activity.

4. GRADUATION RIGHTS

¢ You have the right to stay in high school for a fifth year to
complete your school district graduation requirements,
even if you are over 18.

e If you are behind on your credits, and you transferred
schools after 10th grade, you may be eligible to graduate
under AB 167/216 by completing only the state graduation
requirements (130 credits in specific classes) instead of your
school district’s requirements.

e If you are eligible, the decision of whether to graduate under
AB 167/216 is made by your education rights holder.

5. COLLEGE RIGHTS

¢ You have the right to have the application fee waived
when you apply to a community college in California.

* You have the right to receive the maximum amount
of federal student aid and you may be eligible for up to
$5,000 per year from the Chafee scholarship.




6. SCHOOL DISCIPLINE RIGHTS 7. RIGHT TO YOUR SCHOOL RECORDS
¢ You cannot be suspended for more than 5 school days * You have the right to access your school records if you are
in a row or for more than 20 days in a school year.

meeting before your suspension can be extended
beyond 5 days and a suspension can only be extended
if you are being considered for expulsion.

You have a right to a formal hearing, and to be
represented by an attorney at that hearing, before you
are expelled.

If you are facing a possible expulsion, your attorney
and social worker must be notified. If you are in special
education, your attorney and social worker must be
invited to a meeting to decide whether your behavior
was related to your disability.

*EDUCATION RIGHTS HOLDERS

Every foster youth under age 18 must have an education rights

holder, who is required to make education decisions in the youth’s best interest. Foster youth who are 18 or older have the right to
make their own education decisions. Your education rights holder may be your parent or legal guardian, your caregiver, or another
person chosen by the court. Your education rights holder cannot be your social worker or probation officer, your attorney, or group
home or school staff members. It is important to know who your education rights holder is. If you need information about who your
education rights holder is, you can contact your social worker or attorney.

If you believe your education rights have been violated,
you can file a complaint. The school has 60 days to investigate and give you a written response. For
information about how to file a complaint, please visit cde.ca.gov/re/cp/uc, or call the California Dept. of
Education Coordinated School Health and Safety Office at (916) 319-0914.
